MODULE SINKS Stainless Steel

These instructions are for installing Blanco Module stainless steel sinks. If you are installing
another type of sink, such as a Drop-In or Undermount design please refer to instructions specifically for
those sinks.

Templates are supplied only as a guide. The physical use of the sink will ensure a more
accurate cutout.

Before installing, inspect the sink for damage. Do not install a damaged unit.
Remember, it is your responsibility to follow all local plumbing and building codes.

The warranty will be voided if these installation instructions are not followed.

Eye protection (safety glasses/goggles) Silicone adhesive sealant
strongly recommended

Rags

Ear protection strongly recommended Denatured alcohol

Wood braces

BLANCO MODULE designs
integrate a stainless steel sink with
a deck and squared front apron.
The countertop features a squared
front edge that is designed to fit
flush with the adjoining countertop.

The integrated design eliminates

a traditional countertop sink

cut-out, as BLANCO MODULE
designs are intended to fit flush

with the back wall surface, the
adjoining countertop sides, and

the front countertop edge treatment.

BLANCO MODULE designs are available with or without an integrated raised 4" backsplash. Check with
your installer or kitchen designer for proper consideration of other complementing backsplash materials,
such as tile, granite, or solid surfacing.
